· Have a strong work evaluation from supervisor(s) on file with the CEIP office
· Student is a graduating senior in good standing and successfully completed all assignments and paperwork required in the CEIP 
PROCEDURE FOR NOMINATION:
Nominations are invited from Academic Department Heads and Course Advisors, Employers who supervised and worked with CEIP students, and Senior CEIP students in good standing (Self-nominations are accepted).
Eligibility of those nominated is determined by the Cooperative Education and Internship Program staff in accordance with the Nomination Criteria outlined above.  All eligible nominees are then notified and forwarded a Nominee Application Form.
SELECTION OF RECIPIENT:
Selection of the recipient occurs during the Spring Semester and is made by a committee comprised of the following:
A representative from colleges participating in the Cooperative Education/Internship Program (may be rotated among the individual departments on an annual basis); 
A Virginia Tech student in good standing and who works in the Career Services office;
 Program Director (ex officio).
PRESENTATION OF AWARD:
The award is presented during the spring semester during the annual CEIP reception.
